But, there are a lot of items that can’t be put in the bins but can be recycled at Wylam or the West Wylam Waste Recovery Centre.  Items that can’t be recycled at home are highlighted in the lists below.

What more can you do at home?

Composting
Grass, leaves, most weeds, peelings etc. can provide a good compost to be returned as fertiliser to your garden after a year. Get a composter or a wormery!

Wylam recycling at the Riverside Car Park takes glass, plastic bottles, paper and cans and has a SCOPE Clothes and Shoes bank.
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Household Waste Recovery Centre (W. Wylam)

The Household Waste Recovery Centre has separate skips for these items:

Bottle bank (glass bottles and jars only – other glass to rubble)
Newspapers and magazines (no shredded paper or small bits). Preferably remove address windows from envelopes.
Plastic bottles (other plastic in home green bin)
Steel cans (plus drinks cans and metal jar lids)
Cardboard

Tetrapack (paper-based liquid food and drink cartons)
Torch batteries etc., car batteries

Used engine oil and containers

Rubble (bricks, concrete, tiles, ceramics, glass)
Plasterboard

Tyres

Gas bottles (butane or LPG)
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Books and Music (Scope charity)
Clothes and Shoes (Scope charity).  Rag material also accepted – bag tie and seal)
Wood and timber

Green Waste (grass, turf and soil, small branches)
Bulky furniture (sofas, mattresses, carpets)
Polystyrene and plastic wrapping

Metals  including old saucepans, tools, nails and bolts, metal foil (washed), defunct bicycles etc. (no fridges, cookers etc)
Rigid plastics (plastic toys, plastic furniture, plant pots, crates – no food containers)
Small domestic electrical appliances (iron, hairdryer and anything with printed circuit)
Fridges and freezers
