Minutes of meeting held at the Bridge End Sunday April 3rd.

Open Meeting: it was agreed that this had worked well.

Update on groups: every group has circulated their plans round the email list.

Coordinating group: this item concerned the possibility of setting up an admin group to facilitate communication between the groups, maintain contact with other organizations (the schools, the Parish Council, other village groups, other environmental groups) and to organize our presence at events which involve all the project areas/Green Ovingham as a whole, such as the Goose Fair and Craft Fair. There’s also the question of funds to be raised and allocated, and publicity to send to various publications to raise Green Ovingham’s profile. 
To enable the above to be carried out, it was proposed that we have meetings every 2 months, rather than the quarterly ones decided upon earlier, and that there should be a representative from each of the project groups at these meetings. Please respond to this proposal. 
Future events:

a) Reading Room Easter Coffee morning: this is on Saturday April 16th. The RR are doing it to raise funds for the heating project and there’ll be an Easter egg competition, various stalls, the raffle will be drawn etc. We have got use of the Blackett Room , so it’s an opportunity to promote what we’re doing, so that people who heard about the Open Meeting know that progress is being made. Debbie will take a general display, plus information about each of the groups – the minimum would be copies of the workshop reports, plus contact details for each group. It would be good if every group had someone there to talk to people, or at least some further materials. 
b) Play equipment launch: this is to take place on May 21st, organized by the Parish Council and supported by Green Ovingham. Although a lot still has to be decided, there’ll be a marquee on the field (thanks to Chris Potts), and we can use the inside to promote what we’re doing and enlist support, get petitions signed etc.

c) Goose Fair: we’re having the same sort of area as last time at the entrance, and again, it’s an ideal opportunity to get people involved. It’s on Saturday June 18th
Parish Council/Village Plan: Bridget’s going to contact Doreen Jordon for information about exactly what she wants from people – ideas for how to set up a working party to draw up a survey etc or ideas for the questionnaire itself. Doreen’s deadline is the end of April. It might be better to send suggestions as individuals given the time scale, but if someone wants to set up a working group to meet to discuss it, great.
